paragraph-level expression and a range of very high frequency vocabulary

e develop one-way communicative skills to express simple information, ideas, and opinions

e develop a foundational awareness that oral features such as pronunciation, and intonations can
communicate different meanings.

The language used by students during internal assessment activities (and associated learning
opportunities throughout the year) will reflect the teaching and learning of Japanese that takes place
within the context of each classroom. Teachers may extend the language they include in teaching and
learning programmes to items and expressions beyond this Vocabulary List.

Writing kanji

Kaniji is a significant part of Japanese culture, and teaching students to recognise and write kanji should
be reflected in the teaching and learning of Japanese that takes place within the context of each
classroom. Kanji recognition is critical when students use a device to produce texts in Japanese. Students
must be able to choose the correct kanji from the list of kanji words generated when typing in Japanese.

There are no specific regulations and rules with honorific #& and when it is added depends on
factors such as the age, gender, social status, region, situation, and the relationship between the two
speakers.
